Have you checked out the Mecklenburg County

Services department of the public library. | was amazed at
what the library really offers. Ms. Little has a background
working as a teacher working with hearing impaired chil-
dren and contacted the Arc to see how we might partner in
the future to better serve our families. Here’'s a few of the
things that we talked about:

*  Story times to Go : Did you know that the library has
kits already put together on a variety of topics complete
with books, manipulatives, and other resources so that
anyone who wants to do a story time for young kids,
can just come in and check them out? They already
have a kit made up with books and dolls that introduces
preschoolers to disabilities. This particular kit would be
great for schools or daycares to use to teach
awareness about disabilities and it's as simple as sign-
ing it out!

Treadmill training helps Down syndrome babies walk earlier

CHICAGO (AFP) - Treadmills can help infants with Down syndrome learn how to walk months earlier
than traditional therapies, a new study has found. Parents of 30 babies with Down syndrome were
asked to help their children walk on the treadmills for eight minutes a day, five days a week. They sat on
a bench which straddled the machine and held their babies as the treadmill belt encouraged them to
take steps. This exercise helped the babies learn to walk up to four or five months earlier than tradi-
tional physical therapy alone, the study found.

More intensive training helped the babies to walk even sooner, the study found. The intensity of the
training for half the babies was increased gradually after the infant could take 10, 20, and 30 steps per
minute. The speed of the treadmill was increased, as was the length of training. Some children were
also given light weights on their ankles. Children with Down syndrome generally don't learn to walk until
24-28 months, about a year after children without developmental disabilities.

Getting them walking sooner can help improve their social skills, motor skills, perception and spatial
cognition, said study author Dale Ulrich of the University of Michigan's Division of Kinesiology. "The key
is if we can get them to walk earlier and better then they can explore their environment earlier and when
you start to explore, you learn about the world around you," Ulrich said. "Walking is a critical factor in
development in every other domain."

Down syndrome occurs in about one out of every 700 births. Ulrich said he hopes hospitals and support
organizations will rent the treadmills -- which cost about 1,200 dollars -- to parents of children with Down
syndrome.

The study was published in the October issue of journal of the American Physical Therapy Association.

Hiring folks like Steve makes sense

Steve Utgaard, 26, does housekeeping work at Sunrise Assisted Living in Roseville. He's a good listener,
popular with residents and a hard worker.

"l like the work," said Utgaard, who spends about 20 hours a week at Sunrise through TSE, a nonprofit
agency that trains, supports and employs people with mental or physical disabilities. "Sunrise is a nice
atmosphere. | feel safe around everybody there."

Utgaard is proof that it makes sense to employ folks with developmental disabilities. You don't have to
convince Steve Lilly, day warehouse manager at Corporate Express of Arden Hills, an office supplies pro-
vider with TSE employees.

"They do a very good job for us ... making delivery boxes, sorting and recycling toner cartridges and some other
jobs," Lilly said. "We've seen some of them really grow in responsibilities."

Corporate Express last month was named employer of the year by the Arc of Minnesota, the venerable nonprofit or-
ganization that supports and advocates for folks with intellectual and other developmental disabilities. Lynne Megan,
president of TSE, which works with about 250 individuals in training, placement and development, was another
award winner. TSE-sponsored people work at places such as Macy's Rosedale, Schneiderman'’s Furniture and West-
ern Graphics.

Megan understands that some employers are wary of bringing on workers, some of whom may need extra training
for entry-level jobs, and many of whom can only work part time.

"Many times it's just getting through the door to the HR people," Megan said. "Once somebody sees the benefits and
value of people with disabilities, working with them, the integration is beautiful. ... People buy the value hook, line and
sinker."

Megan said people with disabilities are often successful at service jobs, such as cleaning hotel rooms and assisted
living facilities and working in mailrooms. They generally have trouble with higher-technology jobs, but digital imaging
is a new opportunity, converting paper files to electronic files, and TSE is teaching people how to digitalize archives
for law firms and insurance companies.

"It can be pretty mundane work," she said. "But repetitive work is sometimes what people with disabilities are really
good at, and oftentimes it engages them."

Lilly said Corporate Express employs nearly 200 people, including 11 employees with a developmental disability.

"We pay TSE a contract rate for their work, but we treat them as our employees," he said. "They join us for parties
and summer barbecues.

"Sara, our longest-serving lady, has been with us for five years and she does a great job. She also sweeps our ware-
house and likes to recycle paper, wood chips, pallet wrap and plastic bands. That's important. Less trash, more recy-
cling; we pay less to haul waste."

Minnesotans have come a long way in their attitude toward the developmentally disabled since the first survey was
taken in 1962 by the Governor's Council Study on Disability. At that time, two-thirds of respondents didn't want
"mentally retarded" kids cared for in the home and most didn't think education and training was important. Out of
sight, out of mind.

Today, the governor's council studies find that nearly all of us want the 88,500 developmentally disabled Minneso-
tans to be educated, trained and functioning at their highest level. We respect companies that employ people with
disabilities.

Two thirds of disabled Americans want to work. But it's estimated nationally and in Minnesota that only about 38 per-
cent of them are working compared with 78 percent of all adults.

For some employers, hiring a team from an outfit such as TSE, including an on-site coach, allows them to reduce
turnover in entry-level positions. And employers, because TSE is the contractor, don't have to worry about health in-
surance and benefits.

And there's the Work Opportunity Tax Credit of up to 40 percent of the first $6,000 of a new employee's first wages,
and other incentives to employers who hire disabled workers, who largely are surviving on public assistance pro-
grams. Pay rates for workers range from minimum wage up to about $10 an hour.

For Anneleise Peterson, the manager of Sunrise Assisted Living, there's peace of mind in knowing that if one TSE
worker is sick, the TSE van will pull up with a well-trained substitute who is ready to work.

And as Steve Utgaard so aptly demonstrates every day on the job at Sunrise, there is dignity and value in being com-
pensated for a job well done, whether you're disabled or not.

Sharon Utgaard, Steve's mom, chuckled the other day and said: "I wish my [three] other kids were as ambitious as
Steve."
